Family Bible Class—Every Wednesday 
Youth Fall Retreat — TBA 
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The Heart of Ezra 

Last Monday, as I was making preparations for 
the week, I opened my Bible and began to read 
in Ezra. As you recall, this brief book gives an 
account of the return of the Jewish exiles from 
Babylon and how they began to rebuild their 
once flourishing city. It also tells of Ezra, the 
man that God chose to instruct His people in 

righteousness. 

In verse 10 of chapter 7, we read the following: “For Ezra had set 
his heart to study the Law of the LORD, and to do it and to teach 
his statutes and rules in Israel.” Several things stood out to me as I 
read this verse. 

First of all, as children of God, we ought to set our hearts to study 
His Word. Whether we are trying to rebuild a nation (like Ezra) or 
to raise a family, we know that we need divine guidance to be 
successful. 2 Peter 1:3 says, “His divine power has granted to us 
all things that pertain to life and godliness, through the 
knowledge of him who called us toc his own glory and excellence.” 
 

Secondly, it is not enough that we know God’s Word. We must 
also be willing to do it. Jesus often rebuked the Pharisees and 
scribes for teaching the right things but failing to live by example. 
If we want our family to follow our lead, we must be consistent in 
doctrine and practice. 

Lastly, when we know God’s Word, and we’ve experienced the 
benefits and blessings of doing God’s Word, we ought to share it. 
The world is under the powerful influence of Satan, but we know 
that Jesus is greater, and He is able to deliver them from the law 
of sin and death (Romans 8:2). 

May we all strive to have the heart of Ezra who loved the Lord 
and dedicated himself to His teachings.
