Love: God’s Signature 
 

I remember a bible class where we studied 1 Corinthians 13, the 
“love” chapter. In the previous chapter, Paul talks about the use of 
spiritual gifts. He ends the chapter with “And I show you a still 
more excellent way.” (1 Cor 12:31) Some have said that chapter 
13 is the “most wonderful chapter in the New Testament.” Others 
have said, “It has been admired by all ages, but, unfortunately, 
practiced by none!” He speaks of love as being absolutely 
necessary, what love is  and what love is not, and finally, its per-
manence.
